
Watercolor Tree Blow-Painting

Use a straw and watercolor to make tree paintings!

white paper (thicker is better because of how wet it will get, but any paper will work), 
watercolor paints, water, drinking straws, colored pencils/crayons/markers

1. Place a few drops of watercolor paint (any color) in the center of the paper.

2. Blow it with the drinking straw in di�erent directions, which will create the 
branches.

3. With a paintbrush, create the tree trunk however you’d like it.

4. Using watercolor, markers, crayons, or colored pencils, draw leaves and/or 
blossoms and/or fruit on the tree to make it whatever type of tree you choose.
